Like many human activities, the running of an event
like the The Superyacht Cup has an impact on the
environment.
In an effort to reduce this impact as much as possible,
the SYC has committed to minimize the effects of the
event on climate change. To achieve this, participants
are encouraged to offset their emissions derived from
transport to and from the event, and to support the
emission reduction measures implemented by the

organizers during the event. SYC for its´ part, will offset
the CO2 emissions derived from the transport of its´,
team, the energy consumption of the premises, and
paper use and disposal.
In partnership with a local events and communication
company, Pidelaluna, CO2 emissions have been
calculated by the Spanish NGO Acciónatura in the
framework of the "CeroCO2" initiative. The program
offers environmental information and ways to calculate,
reduce and offset our carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions.

How are the emissions being offset?
CO2 offsetting of The Superyacht Cup Ulysse Nardin
2008 will be carried out through the project
“Conservation of the Serra do Lucindo”, in Brazil. The
Project, which aims to reduce emissions from
deforestation, responsible of approximately 20% of
global emissions, consists of the conservation of virgin
Brazilian Atlantic Rainforest, safeguarding it’s functions
of habitat of a large number of animal and plant species
(many of them only found in this type of forest, in Brazil),
and of an important carbon sink.
